CIL amends tender for 6 MT order

The amendments

COAL INDIA (CIL) on Tues-
day said it has made two
amendments in the tender
documents, floated for
importing coal following
three pre-bid meetings on
14th and 17th June.

AMENDMENTS FOR COAL IMPORT

The amendments were
madeat therequest of the par-
ticipants who attended the
pre-bid meetings. A total of
eleven coal importers joined

for the supply of the first
tranche of shipment, from
the date of letter of award,
between 4 and 6 weeks

the pre-bid meetings. Promi-
nent Indian bidders among
them were Adani Enterprises,
Mohit Minerals and Chettinad
Logistics. Couple of coal

exporting agencies from
abroad have also shown inter-
est including one from
Indonesia, CIL said.

The important amend-
ments in the tender was nar-
rowing the time window of the
bid price validity from 90 days
to 60 days. Another was fixing
time period forthe supplyof the
first tranche of shipment, from
the date of letter of award,
between 4 and 6 weeks. Earlier,
the supply schedule was based
on a particular percentage of
delivery in each of the months
of the second quarter of FY 23.

The company floated three
international e-tenders, one
for short term and other for

medium term, earlier in the
month forimporting a total of
6 million tonne of coal.

"Taking cognisance of their
requests favourably, CIL
amended the bid document
anda corrigendum hasalready
been floated on e-procure-
ment portal to hasten the
process without any bumps,”a
CIL official said.

For the coal that lands on
the Indian shores, quantity
assessment and quality testing
will be done through CIL’s
empanelled third party sam-
pling agencies. Last date or
receipt of bids for short term
tender is 29 June while that of
medium term s 5 July.

Dhaka’s nod likely for Indian firm’s Bt cotton

WITH BANGLADESH LIKELY
to approve commercial culti-
vation of genetically modified
(GM) Bt cotton varieties
sourced from an Indian com-
pany soon, seed manufactur-
ers in the country have urged
for regulatory approval of the
new generation of herbicide-
tolerant Bt (HTBt) cotton vari-
eties whose application is
pending with Genetic Engi-
neering Appraisal Committee
(GEACQ).

According to Ram Kaun-
dinya, director general, Feder-
ation of Seed Industry for
India, the government has to
go ahead with deployment of

modern GM technology
urgently to cut down on rising
cost of pesticidesand labourin
cotton cultivation.

Commercial cultivation of
two GM food crops — brinjal
and mustard - approved by
GEAC areyet to start in India
even a decade after the
approvals because the govern-
ment hasn’t yet decided in
favour of GM foods.

“In case of oilseed cropslike
mustard, vegetable crops with
huge pesticide consumption
like Brinjal,which were already
cleared by GEAC,must be given
approval so that Indian farm-
ers can benefit,”Kaundinya
told FE.

Since the introduction of
Bollgard-I, which was the

country’s first GM crop
approved for commercialisa-
tionin 2002, followed by Boll-
gard-II,a pest-resistant cotton
variety,which protects the crop
from bollworm, in 2006, the
GEAC has not approved any
new varieties.

Overthree dozen seed com-
panies,which areauthorised to
sell the transgenic Bt cotton by
licence-holder Bayer Crop Sci-
ence-Mahyco,warn that the
illegal seeds, first seen in the
market in 2019, could conta-
minate theregular Bt seed and
lead to“heavylosses”for cotton
growers.
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TN seeks advancing of
paddy procurement date

THE TAMIL NADU government
on Tuesday urged the Centre to
advance the procurement of
paddy by one month, to Sep-
tember1,2022,instead of Octo-
ber 1, 2022 to safeguard the
interest of farmers of Tamil
Nadu.

The state government
believes that as Tamil Nadu has
experienced a favourable agri-
cultural season this year, and if
the Centre orders to procure
paddy from September 1, that
would immensely help farmers
of Tamil Nadu tofetchremuner-
ative price for paddy and realise
thebenefit of increased MSPfor
the kharif marketing season of
2022.

In aletter to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Tamil Nadu
chief minister M Stalin
requested to issue suitable
instructions to the department
of agriculture and farmers wel-
fare to advance the procure-
ment of paddy by one month.

Normally,the paddyharvest-
ing season, inlate September or
early October, would coincide
with both southwest and north
east monsoon, leading to yield
loss ormassive cropdamage due
to inundation during cyclones.
But, this year, due to the steps
taken by the state government,
farmers are confident of har-
vesting their Kuruvai paddy
commencing from last week of
